Classroom Policies and Procedures

1. Students are to have all materials - instruments (including reeds, mouthpieces, slide oil, cork grease, mutes, etc) music, and a pencil every day.

2. Doing homework for other classes in band is strictly forbidden.

3. The downbeat will be given 2 minutes after the tardy bell rings. At that time all students will be in their seats ready to play.

4. Students are to be polite, responsive, and positive at all times.

5. No food, drink, or gum will be allowed in the band room at any time.

Grading
50% - Daily class participation. You must participate in scheduled activities in order to receive credit. Alternate assignments will be available in the event of unavoidable absences.
50% - Playing and written tests.  This can include scale tests, rhythm tests, improvisation tests, listening tests, theory tests, etc.
Required Materials
All members of Symphonic Band are required to have a metronome.  These can be purchased at any music store, for approximately $10-$15.  Students will also need to purchase blank cassette tapes for playing tests that will be assigned throughout the year.  These tests will be recorded at home, on the blank tapes and turned in to Mrs. Peters for grading.  Percussionists are required to have their own pair of snare drum sticks, marimba mallets, and timpani mallets.  Please see Mrs. Peters for suggestions.
1. Students are required to participate in all rehearsals that take place outside of school time.  There will be a calendar distributed with these dates.

2. If a student has an excused absence from a performance they will be allowed to write a 3-5 page research paper as a make up assignment.  This will be due before the end of the nine weeks.

3. Promotion to a higher level band or ensemble is based on performance, grades, attitude, behavior, and audition (Wind Ensemble and Jazz Band).

4. Detentions will be given to those students that do not comply with school and classroom rules.  These detentions must be served within 2 days of the given date and will take place in the band room.
